UCO Students First to Graduate with Leadership Minor

A group of seven UCO undergraduates will be the first-ever to graduate this spring with a minor in leadership. The
program, launched in Fall 2006, provides students with the leadership skills necessary to excel in both industry and
the community.

UCO Oklahoma Small Business Development Center Wins Top Honors
The UCO office of the Oklahoma Small Business Development Center was named one of the top 10 small business
development centers in the nation after winning the regional “Small Business Development Center Excellence and
Innovation Award” from the U.S. Small Business Administration. The win qualifies them to compete for a national
award which would give them top billing as the number one small business development center in the country.

Bronchos’ Basketball has Record-Breaking Season

UCO Men and Women's basketball capped off their 2008 seasons with appearances in the playoffs and the best
records in Central Oklahoma basketball history. The men experienced their first appearance in the Elite Eight since
1992 and a record best 28 wins and only 6 losses. The women’s team earned their way to their very first NCAA 11
playoff and finished their season with a historical 24 wins.

UCO Biodiesel Program Recognized as 2008 Innovator of the Year
UCO Motor Pool was included as a 2008 Innovator of the Year by the Journal Record for their innovative biodiesel
program. The program produces about 300 gallons of biodiesel fuel per month which is used to operate UCO’s heavy
equipment including tractors and backhoes. Both the Nigh University Center and Central Café at UCO and Edmond
Memorial Hospital contribute their cooking oil waste to the fuel production process.
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
